Seventh Sunday of Easter                                                May 17, 2015  

Ascension is difficult to understand.  Sometimes we think it is a 

farewell, a bon voyage to Jesus, and this leaves us wondering how 

to get Jesus back with us.  Sometimes we forget how the Easter 

Season is indeed a Season with its own message and teaching. Ron  

Rolheiser in his book ñThe Holy Longingò helps us to  

understand this feast in the context not only of this feast, but of 

the Christian Life  

Good Fridayðthe loss of lifeðreal death.  

Easter Sundayðthe reception of new life.  

The Fifty Daysða time for  

adjustment to the new and grieving for the old.  

Ascensionðletting go of the old and letting it bless you, the re-

fusal to cling.  

Pentecostðthe reception of new spirit for the new life that one is 

already living (given on Easter). 

  Those same stages applied to us are in our daily life are restated 

this way by Rolheiser:  

- Name your deaths. 

- Claim your births. 

- Grieve what you have lost and adjust to the new reality. 

- Do not cling to the old, let it ascend and give you its blessing. 

- Accept the spirit of the life that you are in fact living. 

I hope this helps in living ñthe Risen Lifeò. Perhaps in preparing 

for Pentecost, we can reflect on the gifts of the Spirit and that 

same Spirit that ñSends us Forth to Serveò.
